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This Cookies Policy explains what cookies are, how we use them on our website, and how you can control them.

What are cookies?

Cookies are small text files that are placed on your device (computer, tablet, or phone) when you visit a website. They help the website work properly and can also provide information to the site owners.

How we use cookies

We use cookies to:

· Make our website work as you would expect
· Remember your preferences (e.g. cookie consent choices)
· Improve our website by understanding how it is used (analytics)
· Support our fundraising and marketing (where you have consented)

We do not use cookies to collect sensitive personal information.

Types of cookies we use

· Strictly necessary cookies – required for the website to function (cannot be switched off)
· Performance/analytics cookies – help us understand how visitors use our site so we can improve it (e.g. Google Analytics)
· Functionality cookies – remember choices you make (such as accessibility settings)
· Targeting/advertising cookies – may be used if we run online fundraising campaigns or adverts

Third-party cookies

Some cookies are set by third-party services we use, such as:

· Google Analytics (website statistics)
· Social media platforms (if you share content or view embedded content)
· Payment processors (when making online donations)

We do not control these cookies. You should check the providers’ own cookie policies.


How you can control cookies

When you first visit our website, you will be asked to accept or reject non-essential cookies.

You can also control cookies through your browser settings:

· Delete cookies already stored on your device
· Block all or some cookies
· Set alerts when cookies are being placed
